1. A Family Readiness Meeting was held on 28 January 2008 at 1800 at the MCFTB Office, Bldg. 172.  Depot command representatives were in attendance (Enclosure 2).
2. Old Business.

· Recent Training Sessions – 
· FRO L.I.N.K.S. Session – The Dec. 12th session had six participants.  

· KV Training Session – A day session was held Jan. 16th and trained five participants.  Another session will be held in the coming months, as the KV Network will continue until the Unit Family Readiness Program has been fully implemented.     
· L.I.N.K.S. Session – conducted for the 6th District spouses on Jan. 18th.  Six spouses were successfully trained in L.I.N.K.S.

3. New Business. 

L.I.N.K.S. Update – Cheri Evans – L.I.N.K.S. Mentor Training will be conducted Tues. & Wed., from 0900 – 1300 in the MCFTB Conference Room, four participants are signed up.  Another L.I.N.K.S. session is scheduled for spouses in February.  
· MCFTB Programs Implementation Updates –  MCFTB HQMC is currently in the process of writing training and curriculum on the Unit Family Readiness Program, to include guidance and training for the Command Teams.  As updates are provided, and programs are implemented, information will be made available.  During the HQMC Implementation Brief in early January, a website and phone number were made available for input, comments, and suggestions.  This is still active, and can accommodate your feedback.  (mcftb@usmc.mil). The beginning of the Unit Family Readiness Program training and guidance is expected late April or early May.
· Child, Youth and Teen Programming Updates – Information was distributed via e-mail on the new Drop-In Childcare program, as well as the reduction in CDC fees (effective Feb. 1st).  The Drop-In Childcare is available Monday through Friday, 0700 – 1600 for $2.50 per hour, per child.  An annual $7 fee is required, as well as a copy of each child’s shot record and a registration form.  These items will be posted to the MCCS website (www.mccssc.com).  Additionally, the CDC rates will be lowered Feb. 1st.  These rates are determined by the Department of Defense, and based on Total Family Income.  All three of the MCCS CDC’s can provide information.
4. Up-Coming Events.
· MCFTB Calendar of Events – The updated MCFTB Calendar of Events is included (Enclosure 3).
· The next L.I.N.K.S. session is schedule for Feb. 12 & 13 at the MCFTB Conference Room.  This session will be from 1730 – 2100 each evening, and childcare will be provided.
