1. A MCFTB Meeting was held on 25 June 07 at 1800 at the MCFTB Office, Bldg. 172.  Depot command representatives were in attendance (Enclosure 2).
2. Old Business.

a. MCFTB Office/Conference Room Stairs –
The steps leading from the first deck outside have been recovered by Maintenance, and are much more user-friendly.
b. New HQMC Training – 

As discussed last meeting, there’s updated KVN/Family Readiness training available for all key Volunteers, KV Coordinators, and Family Readiness Officers.  The KV Training is about 6 hours, KVC is approximately 1 hour, and the FRO training is about 5 hours.  The KV Advisor training should be available soon.  Dates & times are discussed below.
c. Recent Training Sessions – 

· L.I.N.K.S. Session – There was no session held in June.  It was cancelled at MCAS due to lack of participants.
· KV Training – Basic KV Training is scheduled for June 30 (Saturday) from 0900 – 1500.  Childcare is provided.  KVC training was held June 22.   
3. New Business. 

a. Youth Sports – 
Mr. Jeff Odom provided information on the Fall Youth Sports.  Registration begins July 2.  Some age groups have changed, and can now accommodate 3 yr olds.  For soccer, the child must be 4 yrs old by August 1.  Registration fees for many sports (football, cheerleading, soccer) are $20.  Registration forms are available at www.mccssc.com.  For more information on sport specifics or ages, please contact the MCRD Parris Island Recreation Department at 228-1587.
b. L.I.N.K.S. –
The current L.I.N.K.S. (Lifestyle Insights, Networking, Knowledge and Skills) team is a combined one with spouses from MCAS and MCRD.  As of July 1, this team will be separate.  The MCRD L.I.N.K.S. team is actively seeking mentors (spouses interested in presenting L.I.N.K.S. sessions).  L.I.N.K.S. is a “Marine Corps 101” orientation targeting new military spouses, taught by military spouses.  It’s beneficial for spouses of all military experience levels as well.  Any spouses looking to get involved can do so by contacting MCFTB.  Volunteers are needed as mentors and to assist with the L.I.N.K.S. Infomercial each graduation-week Thursday at the Douglas Visitor’s Center.   
4. Up-Coming Events.
a. MCFTB 30-60—90 Calendar – The updated 30-60-90 Calendar of Events is included (Enclosure 3).
· Basic Key Volunteer training is noted with a gold star.  These dates are provided by MCFTB, however, additional dates can be scheduled to accommodate Battalions as needed.  The FRO training will run about 5 hours (suggested 7.5 hours from HQMC).  It is required (as is L.I.N.K.S. training for FRO’s) as noted on the AIRS Checklist.  FRO training will be scheduled for early to mid September to accommodate the summer turn-over of FRO’s. 
· CREDO is scheduled for August 23-26.  There is currently no PREP schedule for July or August at either MCRD or MCAS.
· The next LINKS session is schedule for August 25 at the MCFTB Conference Room and is hosted by 2nd Battalion.  For those interested, postcards are available to send out to your Battalion families.  Any battalion/unit wanting to host a L.I.N.K.S. session can contact MCFTB for info.
· The next MCFTB Family Readiness Meeting is July 30, 2007.

6. Battalion KVN updates.
a. H&S Battalion – Maj Forsberg – H&S Bn is undergoing a turn-around in their Network, and will be jumpstarting the KVN again.
b. RTR Headquarters – Capt Obar – The RTR newsletter was recently sent out to all families in the Regiment (over 400), with a farewell from Col Hogg.  Both the CO and the Xo will be changing over this coming month.  The focus of family readiness is on the destructive weather preparation.
c. 1st Bn – Maj Richardson – 1st Bn recently conducted a “Money Matters” class (with Mrs. Becky Radford, MCCS) on June 20.  Capt Miller coordinated this for about 30 participants.  On the 4th of July we’ll be holding our annual Family Day leading into the fireworks.  In July we’ll also be re-assigning our Key Volunteers (6-month appointments).  This is also my last meeting as the FRO; Maj James will be the new Battalion XO and FRO.
d. 2nd Bn – Maj Ference – 2nd Bn has a new battalion CO, LtCol Margolin (present). He attended our last Bn KV meeting and met with the volunteers.  Hurricane preparedness is our focus right now.  We’ll continue the quarterly Windshield Tours and plan a family day in September.  
e. 3rd Bn – Maj Litchfield – 3rd Bn had a Family Day last week (picnic on June 16).  On July 10 is a scheduled Windshield Tour for 3rd Bn, and July 18 is a Spouses’ Fitness Program/event.  3rd Bn is planning a Dining Out in August at the Lyceum.  We’ll also host a “Lunch with Dad” in August.
f. Support Bn – Chaplain Rochester – The FRO is changing, Maj Burgin is leaving and Maj Goyette is joining us from 4th Bn.  Our Bn newsletter goes out tomorrow, and we’ve had a few changes in our Company KV’s.  
g. 6th District – Capt. Studley/Janet Oehl – Our new KVC, Mrs. Amy Brevitz, joins us today.  We hosted a Headquarters Family Day/Hurricane Preparedness brief on June 2, during tropical depression Edwardo (focus was already on inclimate weather!).  We may host a unit pool party in August.
h. Branch Health Clinics – Nancy Cosgrove - NHB is getting a new XO.  We are looking at planning a Dining Out in August.
